Upon the petitioner of the defendant this day preferring unto the Rt Hon  the Master of the Rolls of the reasons therein contained, it is ordered that the plaintiff to have 6 weeks to plead answer or demurrer to the plaintiff’s bill not demurrer along and hereof notice is to be given forthwith		

Editorial Comments:

Another delaying tactic by Prideaux to subvert justice in order to prevent Matthew Morry from having his day in court. As long as he is able to get the Court to give him continuances like this Matthew is put to trouble and expense and cannot return to Newfoundland. Prideaux undoubtedly expected that eventually he would simply drop the case and walk away.
